INTRODUCTION

The United States submits this supplemental memorandum to provide the Court

with the following new information and exhibits in advance of the August 3, 2006

hearing. First, neither Amr Mohsen nor anyone in the Mohsen family ever informed the

bankruptcy trustee of Mohsen’s receipt of the Cadence checks (the July 12 and July 19,
2006 checks which together total nearly $70,000) until 9:48 p.m. on July 28, 2006, after

the government had already notified this Court about Mohsen’s receipt of the checks.

The government filed its memorandum on July 27, 2006 which, among other things,

informed the Court that Mohsen had recently received two sizable checks in jail and had

diverted the July 12, 2006 $47,000 check to his wife, Mervat.

On July 28, 2006 at 9:48 p.m., presumably now aware that Amr Mohsen had been
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caught red-handed trying to avoid having the Cadence checks accounted for by the
bankruptey court or this Court, Mohsen’s son (Ehab) sent to Dennis Davis, the attorney
for the bankruptcy trustee assigned to Mohsen’s bankruptcy, an email. Attached hereto as
Exhibit 1 is a true and correct copy of the July 28, 2006 e-mail correspondence from Ehab
Mobhsen to the trustee’s attorney Dennis Davis. Exhibit 1 was sent by Ehab at 9:48 p.m.
on Friday July 28, 2006 and was the first time the bankruptcy trustee had ever been
informed of the $47,000 July 12, 2006 Cadence check. More important, Ehab’s email was
only sent after the government had uncovered the evidence concerning Amr Mohsen’s
receipt of the Cadence checks and after the government made the information public in
its July 27, 2006 memorandum. This chronology renders of dubious value Weinberg and
Wilder’s statement: “the two checks mailed to Dr. Mohsen at the jail on July 12 and 19,
2006 have been reported to the bankruptcy trustee, and on instruction will be forwarded
to the trustee’s counsel.” 7/31/06 Weinberg and Wilder memo pg. 4. We also note that,
as of this writing, the bankruptcy trustee has not been notified by Mohsen (at least not in
any of the emails provided to the government see Exhibits 1-3) about the July 19, 2006
$21,000 check Cadence mailed to Mohsen in jail.

Attached hereto as Exhibit 2 is Mr. Dennis’ July 31, 2006 response to Ehab
Mobhsen informing Ehab that Amr Mohsen’s failure to “immediately” turn the $47,000
Cadence check over to Mr. Dennis as counsel for the bankruptcy trustee may constitute
the crime of bankruptcy fraud. Attached hereto as Exhibit 3, is Mr. Dennis’ email to
Ehab (also sent on July 31, 2006) confirming that Amr Mohsen-- not AIM, as Mohsen
tried to imply, perhaps in an attempt to cover his tracks and create a post hac explanation
for his failure to immediately transmit the sizeable Cadence check to the bankruptcy
trustee, this Court or anyone other than his wife(see Exhibit 1)— was the sharcholder of
Cadence.

Attached hereto as Exhibit 4 are documents reflecting payments by Cadence to
Amr Mohsen from April 13, 2005 through July 19, 2006. These three payments (one

cancelled check dated April 13, 2006 and two computer screen printouts showing the July
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
